ONE THOUSAND REASONS TO STAY...ONE REASON TO LEAVE

Paper Moon is a pop band from Winnipeg, Canada. ONE THOUSAND
REASONS TO STAY...ONE REASON TO LEAVE is the group’s debut full-length.
Released on Endearing Records in Canada June of 2002, the record hit #5
on the National Campus Radio Charts and collected accolades from press
across the country. Described as "“a perfect dose of perfect pop,” (London
Scene), the songs on ONE THOUSAND REASONS TO STAY... are “short, sweet,
and catchy as hell” (Exclaim Magazine). The album has since been released
on Quince Records in Japan with two bonus fracks and alternate artwork.

The band followed up with their contribution to The Intercontinental Pop
Exchange, a series of split CDEPs released by Endearing Records. Reviews
of IPX#2 state that Paper Moon “sound familiar but have an emotional
edge which is missing from a lot of female fronted bands which are also
producing this strain of pop music” (pennyblackmusic.com), and claim that
“if ever there was a fruly lovely record, this is it” (Chart Magazine).

Balancing pop tendencies with a wilingness to rock, Paper Moon have
wowed fans with their dynamic live performances ever since their very first
show — opening for Robert Schneider of the Apples in Stereo at the Exclaim!
Birthday weekend in May 2001. The band has toured across Canada and
through the midwestern United States several times. A review of a Montreal
show praised the band as having a "most satisfying compound of sugary
melodies, fine guitar textures, subtly new wave keys, smart lyrics and actual
singing...this quartet could give lessons on what a pop song is” (Chart). The
band has also played packed showcases at the 2002 Halifax Pop Explosion,
Canadian Music Week 2003, New Music West 2003, NXNE 2003 and Pop
Montreal 2003, and has taped a nationally broadcast recording session
for CBC Radio 2. The band has expanded it's influence into the realm of
television as well, with song placements in episodes of “Radio Free Roscoe”
and “Dark Oracle” as well as the DVD releases of “Dawson’s Creek” and
“Party of Five". With a publishing deal in the works, the world will soon hear
more Paper Moon in film and television.

Past endeavours of the band members have attracted considerable atten-
tion, such as B'ehl’s Critic's Choice review in BILLBOARD MAGAZINE and The
Bonaduces’ Best Rock Album nomination at the Prairie Music Awards in
1999. Paper Moon has confinued this fradition, racking up raves from across
the globe, and they plan to go even further. The band is currently writing
new songs for an upcoming album which should be released in the first half
of 2005. It's been said that their performances have “a fun, pop aesthetic
that you can’t help but fall in love with” (CityGigs.com), so don't miss out!
