THE WAKING EYES
COMBING THE CLOUDS

The Waking Eyes' debut album Combing the Clouds is a colourful blend of
art-rock, nostalgic pop, and futuristic psychedelia — the product of 15 months
of recording, relocating, and change.

The Waking Eyes were formed in June of 2000 after the demise of the inter -
nationally acclaimed Steinbach band the Pets. After seeing their previous
group posthumously lauded in publications like Q, the Sunday Times, The
Boston Phoenix, the Guardian and Uncut, Matt Peters and Myron Schulz
were eager to start a new group and record an album. The two recruited
Winnipegger Rusty Matyas (Novillero, Duotang), borrowed a phrase from a
Pink Floyd lyric for their name, acquired new and improved hardware and
software, and started to record an album. Drummers Dave Berthiaume and
Steve Senkiw (of Novillero and the Pets, respectively) were borrowed for
rehearsing and recording, and the album slowly began to take shape.

After a number of interruptions due to a everything from a brief reforma -
tion of the Pets, the band's first live show opening up for Robert Schneider
of the Apples In Stereo and Matt and Myron's relocation from Steinbach to
Winnipeg, final tracks were laid and an extensive mixing project undertaken.
By November of 2001, the long-overdue 12-song, 47-minute pop epic
Combing the Clouds was finally considered finished by its exhausted cre -
ators.

Matyas, Peters, and Schulz are equally represented on the album, from song-
writing and vocal duties to instruments played. All three members share an
intense curiosity about uncharted musical territory, but draw heavily from
other artists and styles of the past, from Beethoven to the Beatles, from
blues to big rock. The result is a winding post-modernist pastiche of layered
vocals, instrumental passages, and sampled sound sure to provide something
for everyone.

The album is slated for release this spring. The group will take partin an
Western Canadian Endearing tour featuring labelmates Projektor and
Radiogram at that time. Further touring is planned for summer and fall.
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
